1st Stevenson-Bramley’s Revenite Mr Hudson. 10 months well balanced pup 
with a nicely proportioned skull, moderate stop, good dark eye and pleasing 
expression. Black nose. Ears well set and folding in. Strong neck into well laid 
shoulders with straight front and good bone. Good body and topline. Well 
muscled hindquarters and a harsh jacket. Moved well. BPIS  
2nd Needham’s Shiroblam C’est Puissant. Another nice pup with very little to 
separate from 1. Good head and eye, well muscled neck and good shoulders. 
Well boned with good body and quarters. Moved well. 
3rd Thornton’s Lantollans Terrazze Dell’ Etna To Mochras 
 
JD 3 (1 Abs) 
1st Robertson’s Dyfrgi’s Explosion W With Soletrader. Lovely type with a good 
well proportioned head , good eye and well set leathers. Excellent front 
angulation, well boned, ribbing well back and level topline. Correctly carried tail 
and good turn of stifle. Moved extremely well. He has a great coat although I 
found it a little too stripped and sculptured.RCC 
2nd Turton’s Shiroblam Solar. Another super boy unlucky to meet 1. Good head, 
neck and shoulders, topline and tailset. Well muscled rear quarters which he 
used to drive round the ring. Just preferred front movement of winner. 
 
ND 2 (1Abs) 
1st Thornton’s Lantollans Terrazze Dell’ Etna To Mochras. Nice type although I 
found him a little fine all round. Was not cooperating with his handler today. 
 
PGD 1 
1st Perren’s Mochras Mahster Stanley. Well balanced with good bone and 
straight front. Good head and earset. Tail carried correctly. Carrying a bit too 
much weight. 
 
LD 2 
1st Jones’s Laserna’s Greatest Showman. Lovely type with well proportioned 
head, dark eye and good expression. Ears well set reaching to tip of black nose. 
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Strong neck into good shoulders, straight front, good ribbing and hind quarters, 
parallel hocks on the move. Just needs time to mature.  
2nd Revens & Hyde’s Beabass Simeon. Good head and expression but was too 
short in upper arm and leg. Over angulated on rear quarters. 
 
OD 2 
1st Mackay’s Ch Shiroblam Rumba.  My type of fauve and I have done him well 
previously. Beautifully balanced in great condition and super harsh coat. 
Gorgeous head and eye, correct length of neck into good shoulders. Straight 
well boned front, well angulated, strong level topline and tail thick at base 
carried well on the move. Strong rear quarters which he used driving around the 
ring. DCC, RBIS & BVIS.  
2nd Perren’s Mochras Mahster Ned. Nice boy with good head, neck and 
shoulders. Eyes could be darker. Built a little finer than 1. Moved well. 
 
 
VD 1 
1st Leech’s Ch/IrCh Gavelkind Conquistador By Jamchala. 8 years old and in his 
prime. A good head with muscular neck and good shoulders. Very good ribbing 
and strong topline. Moved powerfully around the ring. Well handled and a great 
ambassador for the breed.

1st Turton’s Shiroblam C’est Jolie. Nicely balanced pup of excellent type.  Lovely 
feminine head, dark eye and well set ears. Well angulated front assembly, 
excellent hind quarters. Moved very well with nicely carried tail. 
2nd Stevenson-Bramley’s Revenite Mrs Bridges. Nice type of good size. Good 
head and leathers, balanced and in good condition. Moved well. 
 
JB 2 
1st Leech & Thornton’s Ch Mochras Mahgaux JW. Well proportioned up to size 
bitch with good head and leathers, well boned, ribbing well back and well bent 
stifles. Good harsh coat and moved and handled well. 
2nd Evan’s Shiroblam Solar Flair For Liandev. Nice type, good balance with 
pleasing head, well ribbed and moved ok. Tail carried a little too high over back.

1st Leech’s Mochras Mahmalade By Jamchala JW. Bigger than I would like but 
well balanced with excellent head, neck and shoulders. Straight front, tight feet, 
well ribbed and good strong rear quarters.  Won this class on her positive 
movement. 
2nd Stevenson-Bradley’s Shiroblam Seal Of Approval. Good type nice head. A 
little stuffy in neck. Well bodied and good turn of stifle. Moved well.  
3rd Thornton’s Mochras Marionette. 
 
OB 5 
1st Mackay’s Shiroblam Blue Ballerina. Daughter of DCC winner and the apple 
didn’t fall far from the tree! Beautifully proportioned head with dark eyes and 
ears set level with correct fold. Strong muscular neck set into well laid 
shoulders, excellent front and upper arm, well boned, good ribbing and firm, 
level topline. Well bent stifles with straight hocks. Super harsh coat. BCC and in 
challenge moved with enthusiasm to win BOB 
2nd Leech & Thornton’s Ch Mochras Mahcushla Ir Jun Ch. Another favourite that 
has done well under me before. Super mover which shows she is correctly 
made. Feminine head and lovely expression. Firm topline and superbly handled. 
Unlucky to meet 1. Well deserved RCC
